Typhoid Fever

hat HCCL employees and their dependents need to know
yphoid fever is a life -threatening illness caused by the bacterium Salmonella typhiTyphoid fever is

still common in the developing countries where water, sanitation and general hygiene standards are
poor. Presently Harare City is battling to contain an outbreak of the disease with 22 cases reported ir

ing the bacteria from one place to another.

Salmonella typhbacteria is passed in stool and urine of infected patients. They may continue to be prese
in the stool of asymptomatic carriers, who are persons who have recovered from the symptoms of the
disease but continue to carry the bacteria. This carrier state occurs in about 3% of all individuals recovered
from typhoid fever. Untreated asymptomatic carriers have the potential to infect others.

Symptoms of Typhoid Fever

When a person becomes infected with the bacteria that cause typhoid fever, the bacteria begin to multipl
and spread into the bloodstream. After 3 to 60
and other factors, signs and symptoms can occur.

Some will have mild symptoms, while others could have very serious symptoms, which may lead to death.

Common symptoms include:
Persistent fever as high as 39° to 40°C
Headache
Constipation

9 Weakness

9 Bloody nose

9 Loss of appetite

Y| Decreased heart rate
Rash of flat, rose-colored spots.

Treatment
Antibiotics of choice are available for the treatment of the disease. However, prevention is better that cure.
Recommended Control Measures
Hygienic sewage disposal systems in a community must be improved
Proper personal hygiene is one of the most important factors in preventing typhoid fever and must be
observed at all times
Proper disposal of solid waste must be practiced at all times.
Water intended for human consumption must be chlorinated or boiled before consumption
Immunizations provide only short -term protection (for a few months) and cannot be relied upon as a
control measure

Any suspicious diarrheal cases must reported at the nearest health facility

Fruit and vegetables must be thoroughly washed before consumption
